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Kargil War Diwas: A day in memoriam of those 527 fallen soldiers

In the May of 1999, 527 brave soldiers made the ultimate sacrifice
during the Kargil War, ensuring that India’s security remained rock-solid

Kargil Diwas to commemorate its
brave soldiers and brave soldiers of
Operation Vijay in the 1999 war against
Pakistan. The event is observed nationwide
with great fervour and vigour due to its im-
portant place in Indian military history.
Tensions between the countries started
to escalate after both nations successfully
created and tested nuclear weapons in
1998, leading to a belligerent atmosphere.To
resolve the ongoing stalemate, both the two
countries signed the Lahore agreement of
1999, promising to provide a peaceful and
bilateral solution to the Kashmir conflict.
However, during the winter of 1998, under

EVERY year on July 26, India celebrates

Operation Badr, Pakistani troops, in the
guise of militants, infiltrated the Indian side
of the Line of Control (LoC), hoping to cut
off Indian troops in Siachen and force them
to retreat. On May 3, 1999, Pakistani intrud-
ers in Kargil were spotted by local shep-
herds. However, by then, the Pakistani
troops had captured a region between 130
to 200 square kilometres.

According to B.N. Ahuja’s Hand Book Of
General Knowledge (2006), “The Pakistani
incursion aimed to sever the link between
Kashmir and Ladakh and cause Indian
forces to withdraw from the Siachen Glacier,
thus forcing India to negotiate a settlement
of the broader Kashmir dispute. Pakistan
also believed that any tension in the region
would internationalize the Kash-

stance of two nuclear-capable powers facing
each other off in conventional warfare. Not
anticipating such a fierce retaliation from
India, Pakistan moved to America to seek
help de-escalating the border tensions. The
then US President Bill Clinton, however, re-
fused to intervene until Pakistan withdrew its
forces from the Indian side of the LOC.

On this day in 1999, the Kargil War be-
tween India and Pakistan ended after the
Indian soldiers had recaptured the moun-
tain heights successfully, which were taken
over by the Pakistani intruders. Allegedly,
Pakistan had started planning the attack a
year in advance. More so, Nawaz Sharif had
claimed he had no knowledge of the attack
until he got a call from Atal Bihari Vajpayee.

Five hundred and twenty-seven Indian
and 453 Pakistani soldiers died during
combat in the Kargil, Drass and Batalik
sectors of Jammu and Kashmir state. After
the war, July 26 was declared as Kargil Di-
was in memory of the brave soldiers. The
IAF ensured that the war did not escalate
into a nuclear conflict. The grit

sure on Pakistan through Opera-
tion Talwar, which included aggres-
sive patrolling of Pakistani coasts.
